Worship in Hinduism

Hindu worship, or puja, invalves images (murtis), prayers (maniras) and diagrams of the univarse. Central to Hindu worship is the image, or icon, which can be worshippad either at home or in the Mandir (Hindu Templa)

Individual rather than communal—Hindu worship is primarily an individual act rather than a communal ona, as it inwvolves making personal offarings to the deily.

Waorshippars repaat the names of their favourite gods and goddesses, and repeal mantras. Water, fruit, flowers and incensa are offerad to god. A beall is rung just bafore Puja begins to tell the deity’s that it is time for worship o begin.

Worship at home

The majority of Hindu homes have a shrine where offerings are made and prayers are said. A shrine can be anything: a room, a small allar or simply pictures or statuas of the deity.Family members often worship togethear. Rituals should
siriclly speaking be parforrmed threa times a day. Some Hindus, but not all, worship wearing the sacred thread [owar the left shoulder and hanging to the right hip). This is cotton for the Brahmin {priest), hamp for the Kshatriya {ruler) and
wrool for tha vaishya (marchants).




Halloween

a pagan religious celebration to welcome the harvest at the end of summer,
when people would light bonfires and wear costumes to ward off ghosts.

Day of the Dead ¢
The Day of the Dead (el Dia de los Muertos), is a Mexican holiday where }:
families welcome back the souls of their deceased relatives for a brief
reunion that includes food, drink and celebration.

| Dia de los Muertos is not, as is commonly thought, a Mexican version
of Halloween, though the two holidays do share some traditions, including
costumes and parades. On the Day of the Dead, it’s believed that the border
between the spirit world and the real world dissolve. During this brief period,
the souls of the dead awaken and return to the living world to feast, drink,
dance and play music with their loved ones. In turn, the living family
members treat the deceased as honoured guests in their celebrations, and
leave the deceased’s favourite foods and other offerings at gravesites or on
the ofrendas built in their homes. Ofrendas can be decorated with candles,
bright marigolds called cempasuchil alongside the dead’s favourite foods and

drinks. T
